	Literacy/Topic theme

	 Can you make a list of ten shiny things you can find in your house or garden. You can draw and label them.
	Read the story of The Rainbow Fish, or watch and listen to it on you tube. Rainbow fish has lovely shiny scales!
Draw a picture and write/ copy a sentence about the story. 
	In the printable resources there are some story sequencing pictures to colour and sequence. You can add words too if you like. If you cannot print, you could draw your own.
	Shiny is a word we use to describe how something looks. Can you think of any other describing words for the rainbow fish? You could label your painting with the words.
	Make a list of all the shiny/sparkly things you found to put in your treasure basket. I would love to see a photo of all your treasure!

Numeracy focus:

	Lets think about one more/less of a given number. There is a challenge sheet in the printable resources. If you cant print maybe someone could draw a similar one for you?
	Can you draw ten or twenty friends for the rainbow fish and number them. Can you count them in twos?
Can you count them in welsh?
	The Rainbow Fish has lots of scales. Use the sheet in the printable resources, and count the different colour scales. If you can’t print, ask someone to draw you a fish with scales to count.
	Items that are shiny and sparkly usually reflect light. Can you draw five things that shine light (sources of light such as the sun, a flame, a torch), and five things that reflect light.
	When outside find as many shiny or sparkly items as you can. Can you make a tally chart to record how many you find?
