	Suggested activities

	Literacy/Topic theme
Skills developed through these activities:
- -Froggy fingers (correct pencil grip)
-Emergent writing/ letter formation.
- Segmenting sounds for writing.
- focused fine motor development through colouring/mark making.
-Recalling information from memory,
- Different purposes of writing – lists.
-identify digraphs sh,ch,th & ng. 
-Recite the days of the week in English & Welsh.
	 Digraphs are two letters together that make one sound. Remember we have practiced ‘Sh’ and ‘Ch’ sounds?
Draw five things that start with ‘sh’ and five things that start with ‘ch’.
Can you copy/write the words underneath?

	In the printable resources there is a digraph sorting game to play. If you are unable to print, you could use real objects you can find around your home, and sort them into ‘ch’ and ‘sh’ piles. 
You could also try ‘th’ and ‘ng’. 
Remember ‘ng’ comes at the end of words such as ring, sing, king.
	I have had a caterpillar cup at home, which we would normally have observed in school. Look at the website to see how the caterpillars have changed over time! Use the printable sheet in resources or draw your own butterfly life cycle.
Remember these caterpillars would have started in a tiny egg, just like The Very Hungry Caterpillar story.
	 Can you remember what The Very Hungry Caterpillar ate in the story? Write/copy the days of the week, and draw what the caterpillar ate. If you can’t remember you can make up your own food for him to eat.
	If you were a butterfly where would you go? Draw me a map of a garden you would visit, shoe me where your butterfly would fly by drawing it and using a dotted line for it to follow.

	
	Useful Resources/tips

	
	Play buried treasure on phonics play or use the printable game in resources, or you could make your own using paper/card.
	Can you think of lots of ng words that rhyme?
	I know some of you have had your own caterpillars cups since lockdown. I would love to see any pictures you have taken or may have drawn.
	Remember to start with Monday. Can you recite our days of the week song? 
Can you remember how to sing it in welsh?
	Think of the flowers a butterfly might like to lay its eggs on.

	Numeracy/Science

Numeracy focus:
Measuring length using non-standard units.
2d shape.
Symmetry.
Counting in twos.

	Paint or collage a symmetrical butterfly. Remember this means his wings will be the same on both sides.
Can you name the colours you have used in welsh.
	Use the printable sheet to practice your 2d shapes. Colur the butterfly with the correct colour for each shape. 
If you cannot print, draw your own butterfly and use the instruction below or make up your own.
	Let’s think back to the work we did on measuring length. Ask people in your family to lie on the floor so you can measure how long they are. You could use your hands, feet, or blocks to measure. Who is the longest when lay on the floor?
	Draw five flowers. Draw two butterflies on each flower.
How many butterflies are there?
Can you count them in twos?
Can you add another five flowers with 2 butterflies each? How many flowers and butterflies now?
	When outside find ten sticks of different lengths. Order them from longest to shortest. 
Can you measure them?
What will you use?

	
	
	Circles – red
Triangles – blue
Squares- green
Rectangles- yellow.
	Can you record how long each person was when lying down? Who was shortest?
	Can you count to 20 in welsh?
	Is there anything else outside you could measure?

	
Wellbeing/Expressive Arts
	Paint a pebble to bring back to our wild area on our return to school. 
	Make a 3d butterfly using a cardboard tube, and add some wings. Don’t forget his wings should be symmetrical.
	Do you remember the kindness tree in our classroom? Draw a tree and add pictures/words of all the  kind things you have done today.
	Draw/paint a picture of something you miss most about school.
	Draw/paint a picture to show me how you are feeling today.
