	Can you make your own colour by number for somebody else to do?
	See if you can say the numbers in welsh. Can you count to 20 in welsh?
	You could also do rubbings of the coins using wax crayons.
	Can you add any coins together to make a different amount?
	*Make numbers using natural resources. How high can you go?

	On your Giglets there is a story rhyme called ‘A sailor went to sea’.
Can you make a junk model boat to go to sea in?
	Thinking back to one of your favourite places, can you make a model vehicle to take you there? You could use lego, junk modeling, clay or natural materials.
	What place do you live in? Can you name your town, county and country?
Can you paint or draw a welsh flag?
	Go outside and find a noisy place, a quiet place, a dark place, a light place, a comfy place and a fun place. Can you think of any other  types of places ?
	Find some stories to share with others about different places. Which is your favourite and why? Could you paint a picture from the story?
