	Literacy/Topic theme

Draw a Gingerbread Man and label his body parts.
Can you sing ‘Heads, shoulders…´in welsh?
	Draw a picture of a Gingerbread Man family. Can you give them all names?
Are they all the same size? If not, how are they different?

	If you can log on to Giglets, have a look at all of the Fairy Tales I have added to your llibrary. What is your favourite fairy tale? Can you draw me a picture, and write the title of the story.
	Can you retell the story of ‘The Three Little Pigs’.
Design a house that you think would keep the pigs safe from the wolf. Label the parts of your house that show it is strong and safe. 
	Design your own character to add to a fairy tale. What is their name? What do they eat? Can they do anything special?
