	Suggested activities

	Literacy/Topic theme

Skills developed through these activities:
- Understand how things grow and change over time, sequence events.
-Froggy fingers (correct pencil grip)
-Emergent writing/ letter formation.
- Segmenting sounds for writing.
- focused fine motor development through colouring/mark making.
-finding information from books and stories.
Develop confidence in using welsh language in everyday activities.

	We have had some exciting arrivals in the Blundell house, after Miss Wilke lent us an incubator and some chicken eggs! Have a look at the video and pictures on the website above of our chicks hatching. Can you draw the lifecycle of a chicken. Use the printable resources to help if you like.
	Draw a picture of somebody from your family that you really miss right now.
Can you write their name or maybe a message on the back? Maybe you could send them the picture?
	If you can log into Giglets there are lots of animal books for you to look at. Can you draw your favourite animal or pet. Write their name, or tell me a bit about them.
	Can you write the letters of your name down the side of your paper. Think of a word that describes you for each letter of your name. Can you write or copy that word?
	
Can you draw, paint or colour a ‘happy’ picture to make someone smile. There are some printable colouring sheets in the resources.
Can you name the colours you have used? Can you name them in Welsh? Can you sing the welsh rainbow song Lliwiau Enfys?

	
	Useful Resources/tips

	
	Think about where a chick comes from and how they develop. What other animal lifecycles do you know about? Can you draw a chicken or a chick? 
	Think carefully about the colour of their eyes and hair, and what they are wearing.See letter formation rhymes in resources section  to encourage correct letter formation.
	When encouraging your child to write words , help them to say each 
word, and then break it into sounds for writing. We call this segmenting for writing.
	
Encourage correct letter formation. Encourage your child to say the name and identify each letter sound, then write it. Use the phase 2 and 3 sounds mats in resources to identify the letter they need.
	
Encourage your child to name the colours they use in welsh and English if they can. Encourage careful colouring, with the aim of staying within the lines where possible.

	Numeracy/Science

Numeracy focus:
Counting forwards and backwards to and from 20.
Writing numbers 
3d shapes
One more/ one less of a given number.
Reciting doubles.
Count to ten in welsh.
	Can you find any 3d shapes around your home? There is a shape hunt sheet in the resources if you would like to use it.

	Can you count to 20 forwards and backwards? Can you count in welsh?
How many of these numbers can you write?
Can you make a number snake by drawing a snake around your numbers.
	Roll a dice with a family member, take it in turns to say one more and one less of the number that you roll.
You could move a counter up and down the number snake you made.
	Can you remember our ‘doubles’ Big Maths song? Recite it to your family. Can you write each double as a number sentence?
	Choose your favourite number game to play with your family. This could be a board game, or one online.

	
	Look for sphere, cube, cuboid, pyramid, and cone.



	Can you count to 20 starting from other numbers apart from 1?
Can you count in welsh?
	


	The rhyme is :
1 and 1 is 2, tap it on your shoe. 2 and 2 is 4, stamp it on the floor. 3 and 3 is 6, do some finger clicks. 4 and 4 is 8, put your arms up straight. 5 and 5 is 10, round we go again.
