	Encourage your child to dictate a sentence to you. Help them write it by sounding out words together, or write it for them to copy.
See letter formation rhymes in resources to help your child with correct letter formation.

Help your child to say each word, and then break it into sounds for writing. We call this segmenting for writing.
	
Encourage correct letter formation, remember capital letter only at the start!
	
Encourage your child to say the name and identify each letter sound, then write it. Use the phase 2 and 3 sounds mats in resources to identify the letter they need.
